Tema 1. Stylistics as a branch of applied linguistics. Expressive means and stylistic devices.
Students study Stylistics as the branch of linguistics that analyzes the expressive, nuanced use of
language, going beyond grammar to explore how linguistic choices create meaning, tone, and
effect in different contexts (e.g., literary, journalistic, conversational).

Tema 2. The theory of foregrounding. Students explore how writers and poets use language in
unusual and innovative ways to create artistic effect. The core idea is that certain features of a
text are made to "stand out" (foregrounded) against a more ordinary background of language.
This involves analyzing two main techniques: Deviation (breaking linguistic rules or conventions
(e.g., unusual syntax, neologisms, striking metaphors)) and Parallelism (Using repetitive
structures (e.g., rhyme, rthythm, repetition, symmetry) to create a noticeable pattern). The goal is
to understand how this "making strange" captures the reader's attention, evokes emotion, and
adds deeper layers of meaning to a literary work.

Tema 3. Phonetic and graphical expressive means and stylistic devices. Students study how the
sound and visual appearance of words and letters are used to create stylistic and emotional
effects, beyond their literal meaning. The goal is to understand how authors manipulate these
sensory elements of language to influence a reader's perception and reinforce the text's meaning.
Tema 4. The stylistic peculiarities of the English vocabulary. Students study how the inherent
expressive properties of words (their connotations, history, and usage context) contribute to style
and meaning in a text. This involves analyzing the deliberate choice of words from different
layers of the vocabulary, such as: stylistic stratification, emotional colouring, etymological
aspect. The goal is to understand how an author's selection of specific types of words shapes the
tone, defines a character's voice, and creates a desired effect on the reader.

Tema 5. Lexical expressive means and stylistic devices. Students study specific techniques and
patterns writers use to intensify the meaning, emotional impact, and expressiveness of words
beyond their literal definitions. This involves analyzing the creation of stylistic effect through the
interplay of words, such as figurative language, play on meaning, intensifying devices. The goal
is to move beyond what words mean to understand how they are strategically combined to
achieve a specific artistic or rhetorical effect, enrich imagery, and persuade or engage the reader.
Tema 6. The stylistic use of set-expressions. Students study how fixed, conventional phrases
—Ilike idioms, proverbs, clichés, and catchphrases—are used deliberately in speech and writing
to achieve a specific stylistic effect. The goal is to understand that these are not just clichés to be
avoided, but powerful stylistic tools that, when used skillfully, can add depth, authenticity, and
rhetorical power to a text.

Tema 7. Syntactical expressive means and stylistic devices. Students study how the structure,
arrangement, and patterning of sentences are used to create stylistic and emotional impact,
beyond just grammatical correctness. The goal is to understand how an author shapes sentences
not just to convey information, but to evoke specific feelings, highlight important ideas, create
rhythm, and persuade the reader.

Tema 8. The morphological expressive means. Students study how the internal structure and
forms of words (morphemes) can be used for stylistic effect, rather than just for grammatical
function. This involves analyzing the deliberate and unusual use of word parts to create a
specific tone, voice, or emphasis, such as: non-standard use of affixes, intentional use of archaic



forms, playful or expressive word coinage. The goal is to understand how the smallest units of
meaning can be manipulated to add nuance, creativity, and expressiveness to language.

Tema 9. Functional styles of the English language. This involves analyzing how the choice of
vocabulary, grammar, sentence structure, and composition is determined by the context, purpose,
and audience. Key styles examined include: the official-documentary / legal style, the scientific
academic style, the journalistic style, the newspaper style, the literary style, the colloquial style.
The goal is to understand that language is not monolithic but a flexible system, and that effective
communication depends on choosing the appropriate style for a given situation.
