	3. Оценочные материалы итогового контроля (промежуточной аттестации) и критерии оценивания
	Промежуточная аттестация осуществляется в первом семестре в виде зачёта, в третьем семестре в виде зачёта с оценкой, во втором и четвёртом семестрах в виде экзамена. Обязательным требованием к зачёту и экзамену является представление портфолио всех письменных и проверочных работ. Итоговая оценка формируется как средняя арифметическая из двух оценок: за текущую работу и за семестровый экзамен или зачёт.
	Зачет с оценкой в третьем и экзамен во втором и четвёртом семестрах состоит из письменной и устной частей.
