Theme 1. Articles in Modern English. The use of articles with common nouns. The use of
articles with proper names and in set-expressions. The articles in syntactic relations. Special
difficulties in the use of articles. Place of the article. Omission of the article.

Theme 2. The Category of Tense. Students study how the form of a verb indicates the time of an
action or state (past, present, or future). This involves learning the structure and usage of the
various tenses, which combine time with aspect (simple, continuous, perfect, and perfect
continuous). The goal is to accurately express not just when an event happens, but also its
duration, completion, and relationship to other points in time.

Theme 3. The Category of Voice. Students study the relationship between the action expressed
by the verb and the participants (subject and object) in a sentence and learn how to form the
passive voice (using a form of be + the past participle), when to use it effectively (e.g., when the
doer is unknown, unimportant, or to be deliberately vague), and how it changes the emphasis and
tone of a sentence.

Theme 4. The Indirect Speech and the Sequence of Tenses. Students learn how to report what
someone else has said without quoting their exact words (which is direct speech). This involves
several key changes: pronoun shifts, tense backshifting, time and place reference changes, use of
reporting verbs. The theme covers how to report statements, questions, and commands accurately
while understanding the exceptions to the standard rules (e.g., when backshifting is not necessary
for universal truths).

Theme 6. The Subjunctive Mood. Conditional sentences. Students study a specific verb form
used to express hypothetical, unreal, or non-factual situations. This includes wishes, demands,
suggestions, and statements contrary to fact. The subjunctive often uses the base form of the verb
(e.g., be, go, have) regardless of the subject. Students learn the structure and use of "if-clauses"
to describe conditions and their results. This is typically broken down into four main types,
which often employ the subjunctive mood for hypothetical situations.

Theme 7. The Participle and Participial Constructions. Students study the form and function of
verb forms known as participles, which are used as adjectives or to create complex sentence
structures. Students learn to identify, form, and correctly use these constructions to make their
writing more concise and stylistically advanced, while avoiding common errors like dangling
participles.

Theme 8. The Gerund and Gerundial Constructions. Students study the gerund, a verb form
ending in -ing that functions as a noun. The theme covers its various grammatical roles in a
sentence, where it can act as a subject, object, or complement. Crucially, students also learn
about gerundial constructions — phrases where the gerund is accompanied by its own subject,
object, or modifier. The theme focuses on mastering when to use a gerund (as opposed to an
infinitive) after certain verbs and prepositions, and understanding how these noun-like verb
forms allow for more complex and nuanced expression.

Theme 9. The Infinitive and the Infinitive Constructions. Students study the base form of the
verb, usually preceded by "to" (e.g., to be, to go, to understand), which can function as a noun,
adjective, or adverb. A central part of the theme is mastering infinitive constructions, which are
phrases where the infinitive is accompanied by its own subject, object, or modifier. Students



learn the specific verbs and structures that govern these constructions (e.g., after verbs of
perception, wish, or expectation) and how to use them to create more sophisticated and
grammatically complex sentences. A crucial part is also learning when to use the bare infinitive
(without "to") after modal verbs and certain other verbs (e.g., She made me laugh).
