Texct Ne 1. Hunger: New Causes for Same Old Problem

Poverty, disease and conflict have always threatened food security, but now
risks also come from rising food prices and climate change.

This is the VOA Special English Development Report.

The United Nations says more than eight hundred fifty million people do not
have enough food. For this year's World Food Day observance last week, VOA
reporters examined the current causes of hunger. Poverty, disease and conflict have
historically threatened food security. Now, rising food prices and issues like climate
change add to these threats.

A new study warns of future losses in world food production because of crop
damage from changes in the weather. William Cline wrote the study from the Center
for Global Development in Washington. He says countries closest to the equator will
be hardest hit. For example, he predicts that if nothing is done, global warming could
cut India's food production by up to forty percent by the year twenty eighty. Africa
and Latin America could lose twenty percent or more.

Governments concerned about global warming and dependence on oil are
investing in biofuels from corn and other plants. But Lester Brown at the Earth
Policy Institute in Washington says demand for fuel crops is pushing up food prices.
He says the world's eight hundred sixty million automobile owners are now in direct
competition with the two billion poorest people. This comes as grain supplies are at
their lowest level in years. Experts see a number of reasons. These include not
enough investment in agricultural technology. A loss of farmland to development.
Droughts and floods made worse by climate change. And, growing competition for
water.

Population growth also means a greater demand on food supplies. The United
Nations predicts a population of more than eight billion by the year twenty thirty. By
that time, demand for animal products could double, led by growing economies like
China and India. Francois Le Gal of the World Bank says climate change and the
globalization of trade raise the risk of spreading animal diseases. Experts say most
countries are not ready for a health crisis caused by a disease jumping to humans.

And, finally, they say the growing population of cities is adding to the world's
hunger problem. Danielle Nierenberg at the World watch Institute in Washington
says the poor can spend fifty to eighty percent of their money on food. She points out
that city people do not have farm animals to sell in times of need. So they are
especially threatened when prices go up.

Remarks by Patricia Leidl, Media Advisor/Senior Editor, UNFPA

Thank you all for joining us today. It is a pleasure, once again, to be back in

Canada to launch the United Nations Population Fund 2007 State of World
Population report: Unleashing the Potential of Urban Growth.
In 2008, for the first time in history, more than half of the world's people will be
living in towns and cities. And by 2030, the urban population is expected to swell to
almost 5 billion--60 per cent of global population. This constitutes an estimated 1.2
million new urbanites each week.

Indeed, experts project that all population growth will take place in cities and
most of that will occur in developing countries. And who will make up the bulk of
tomorrow’s urban dwellers? The answer is simple, the world’s poorest and most
marginalized citizens. Fully 93 per cent of all urban growth will take place in
developing countries.

The populations of many developing world cities are already burdened with
pressing concerns, including poverty, crime, contaminated water, dangerously
inadequate sanitation, and the fact that too many are forced by poverty to camp out in
insecure, violent and sprawling slums.

These problems, however, pale in comparison with what lies ahead. In this
report, we focus primarily on Africa and Asia. Within a single generation, the urban
population of both regions is set to double. Between 2000 and 2030, the urban
population of Asia will skyrocket from 1.4 billion to 2.6 billion; in Africa from
nearly 300 million to 740 million; and in Latin America and the Caribbean, it will
jump from nearly 400 million to more than 600 million. Contrary to popular wisdom,



most growth will actually happen in smaller cities of half a million people or fewer.
Humanity has never experienced anything like it in terms of speed and scale.
Nevertheless, the impact of future urban growth has largely gone ignored.
Shortsighted policies, and lack of capacity--particularly within the world’s most
impoverished countries--means that almost nothing has been done to maximize
potential benefits or to reduce potentially negative consequences.

This year's State of World Population report highlights the absolutely dire
necessity to act now in order to transform a potential catastrophe into a trend that
holds the possibility of alleviating poverty, empowering the traditionally
disenfranchised and promoting a sustainable environmental future. The extreme
urban expansion now taking place in developing countries has global implications
and requires a global response.

Cities can be dangerous and violent places for women and girls but also offer
an opportunity to escape poverty and repressive traditional practices such as child
marriage and the denial of education. Cities concentrate environmental destruction,
but also offer the best opportunity to mitigate its effects. Cities concentrate poverty,
but they also represent the best hope of escaping it. Indeed, no country in the
industrialized age has ever achieved significant economic growth without
urbanization.

Today, a billion people live in slums. The battle to reach the Millennium
Development Goals, and cut extreme poverty in half by 2015, will be waged in the
world's slums.

To win it, policymakers will need to work with the urban poor to help them help
themselves. To do otherwise is similar to diagnosing and treating a patient without
first asking him or her to describe his/her symptoms. Bad policy is like bad medicine:
ultimately it is the vulnerable who pay the price. Policymaker and donor countries—
of which Canada is one—need to support organizations of the urban poor.
